P1RATE
CAPTAIN
BILLY BOWLEGS

The BILLY BOWLEGS' FESTIVAL has William Augustus
Bowles, a notorious old boy, as its patron pirate. He arrived
in what was to become Florida's Plavground Area in 1778 when
the Spanish, English and Americans were maneuvering for con-
trol of the Gulf shores and its shipping lanes. Believing him-
self destined to command instead of obeying, Captain Billy Bow-
legs gathered a force of a "couple hundred plundering Indians,
relics from the American Army and white banditti"...a rolick-
ing piratical crew which grew to be the concern of all three of
the power-hungry countries. Captain Bowlegs (Bowles) created
his own throne and the three nations considered everything from
murder to a general's commission to get him on the right side.
Financed by loot from a Spanish ship and surrounded by a handful
of Indians, Captain Billy invaded English society for support.
He was rewarded with a flag of "English and Indian eolors mixed",
a silver pipe, a tomahawk, a chain of friendship and trade supplies
with which, he formed the State of Muskogee. The Spanish en-
ticed him to New Orleans and there grabbed the new head of state.
He was then shipped out to Madrid, Spain and then to the Philip-
pines, but he jumped ship and returned to his "state" and greater
deeds of piracy. He raided on the Gulf and on its shores. His
schooners flew his pirate flag except when they switched to the
British flag to claim their '"slavaged" loot at international ports.

.......... But all good pirates must have an end; and Captain
Bowlegs' came after he was lured to peace talks in the presence
of Spanish, American and English agents where he was seized. The
Spanish paid their disenchanted Indians a reward and took poor
ol' Captain Bowlegs to Morro Castle. There, in 1803, he starved
himself to death rather than to "sink so low as to speak to the
Cuban generall"




Back in 1953, a ski show was sponsored by the Fort
Walton Beach City Recreation Department to give the local
residents and tourists something to enjoy over the Labor Day
weekend. It was a crowd-pleaser, but the City decided it was
too large for them to handle ..... so they asked the Jaycees,
then in its first vear as an organization, to take it over.

The event became so popular that the following year
the Jaycees decided to follow a pirate theme and name it after
the infamous pirate, Billy Bowlegs, whose base of operations
was the area waters. FEach successive year, the growing popu-
1ariLy of the festival reflects a cooperative community spirit
.. many manhours and dollars contributed to the success of
an idea.

The festival finally grew into a week-long affair and
was moved to "open" the beginning of the summer tourist season.
The Greater Fort Walton Beach Chamber of Commerce's Attractions
Committee was asked to assume the responsibility of planning the
events. Steady growth finally dictated an entirely separate
committee under the Chamber to operate the event ..... this
active committee is the Billy Bowlegs' Festival Committee.

..... Although the Krewe of Bowlegs is a mystic order,
under charter rules and regulations, there is nothing occult
in the minds of Miracle Strip residents and participants con-
cerning its value as a social contribution and an invaluable
public relations

The Krewe, currently active in its twenty-fourth year,
is a direct and brilliantly promising multiple of the Billy
Bowlegs' Festival. The overwhelming acceptance and ensuing
sucecess of the initial celebrations sparked vigorous, local
interest and resulted in some extremely gratifying publicity
beyond its intended boundaries.

Cognizant of other Gulf Coast events such as Mardi Gras
and its krewe organizations, the Krewe of Bowlegs was conceived
and born of a small group of area civic leaders. The Krewe's
active membership consists of 165, plus past-Captain Billy Bow-
legs (Society of Bowlegs) and is governed by a 13-man Board of
Directors: President (current Captain Billy Bowlegs), lst and
2nd vice-presidents, secretary and treasurer, the current First
Mate, 5 general board members and 2 ex-officio members (immed-

iate past-Captain Billy Bowlegs and husband of the current Queen).

The Krewe is composed of prominent citizens and civic
leaders whose businesses help form the foundation of the City
and County's economical stabilization and are, therefore, in-
valuable as festival supporters.

Visitors to and citizens of the area are annually in for
many days of unprecedented fun and frolic during the celebration
with the spotlight of pomp and ceremony focused on the Krewe's
participation. Hours of volunteered time and sizable sums of
money are expended each year on colorful floats, impressive
decorations and gaily colored costumes used by the Krewe during
the Grand Torchlight Parade and at the Coronation Pageants and
Ralls. The beautiful floats, depicting each year's theme, which
the masked Krewe ride, allow the members to throw showers of
souvenir trinkets and coins to the thousands lining the parade
route. (All Krewe events are paid for from Krewe annual member-
ship dues).

The last evening of each Festival Week, a Coronation
pageant discloses, with the unmasking of a new Captain Billy
Bowlegs, his Queen, First Mate and the new Honor Guard. The
Captain is selected by a ''secret committee!" early each year
he, in turn, choses his Queen and Court.

The Krewe wishes you, one and all, a wonderful evening
and ask that you be "on board'" next year when they once again
can be your host for the pageantry of the Bowlegs' Festival.
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1. Every man shall obey Civil Command: The Captain shall
have one full share and a half of all full Prizes.

2., If any man shall offer to run away, or keep any secret
from the Company, he shall be marron'd with one Bottle
of Powder, one Bottle of Water, one small Arm and shot.

3. 1If any man shall steel any Thing in the Company, or gain,
to the value of a Piece of Eight, he shall be marroon'd
or shot.

4., That Man who shall strike another whilst these Articles
are in forece shall receive Moses Law (that is 40 stripes
lacking 1 on the bare Back).

5. That Man that shall snap his Arms, or smoak Tobacc¢o in
the Hold, without a Cap to his pipe, or carry a Candle
lighted without a Lanthorn, shall suffer the same Punish-
ment as in the former Article.

6. That Man that shall not keep his Arms clean, fit for an
Engagement, or neglect his Business, shall be cut off
from his Share and suffer other such Punishment as the
Captain and the Company shall think fit.

7. If any Man shall lose a Joint in time for an Engagement
he shall have 400 Pieces of Eight; if a limb 800.

8. If at any time vou meet with a prudent Woman that Man
that offers to meddle with her without her consent shall
suffer present Death.
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Reprinted as written .... these articles, duly written out,

each member of the crew was required to swear to them with his
hand on the Bible. As no Bible was likely to be at hand, the
oath might be taken on a hatchet as being the next best thing!
