¥ § be 1957 Bowlegs Festival souvenir program lisis the original Krewe
membershify of 75 men. Today, many Bowlegs members are second
generalion pirales, carrying on (e iradition sel forth by their pirale fathers.
Roger Clary, Captain Billy Bowlegs 11, served as the [irst Caplain Billy under an
organized charler.

As indicaled by the Constitution & Bylaws, Krewe membership is limited
o 170, plus the number of former Caplain Billy's. Fach Caplain Billy
automalically becomes a member of the Society of Bowlegs. otherwise known
affectionately as our SOBS.

Hours of talented volunteer time, pius sizeable sums of money are expended each year by Krewe members and
their wives. Colorful floals, beautiful decorations, and numerous throws are ulilized by the Krewe plus custom-
made costumes are worn during the parades, pageant, and coronalion ball  The masked Krewe members shower the
public each year with souvenir trinkets, "gold” doubloons, and the crowd favorite - cups.

A new Caplain Billy is selected each year from the Krewe membersbip by secret hatlol. The past seven Billy's are
solely responsible for the secret nominations. Once the new Billy is selected, be chooses his Queen, First Mate &
Mistress, ten Honor Guard men, and the Children of the Courl. The idenlily of the enlire court are kept secrelt until
the elaborale Coronalion Pageant,

The late Docie Bass, Caplain Billy Bowlegs IV, was the first to select bis Queen from the Krewe membership.
Previously, the Queen’s were “captive wenches™ and beauty contest winners. Past Queen's belong lo the Society of
Queens, and perform many functions for the Krewe including the annual tea for graduating senior pirls (daughters
and/or granddaughters of Krewe members). These young ladies serve the court as Princesses and are presented at
the Coronation Pageant, Both the graduating senior girls and baoys are inviled to the Coronation Ball following the
Pageant.

The Skirmishes lake place between the City of Fort Walton Beach Militia (Walton Guard) and the Bowlegs
Krewe. Armed with black powder cannons and muskels, the Mililia perform a colorjul and noisy defense when they
engage the Krewe in baille on the Sound.

William Augustus Bowles a nolorious old bay, so the legend goes, and patron pirate of the Billy Bowlegs Festival and
the Krewe of Bowlegs, was born in 1763 on the Maryland frontier. Al the age of 13, be joined the Loyalists Corps lo
Sight against the American rebels. Two years later be was sent 1o Pensacola to foin the Brilish forces. He was
commissioned an ensign in the British Navy al 16 years old. Afler the war, be rebelled against mililary life, insuled
a British officer, and went inlo biding wilh the Creek Indians (so the legend goes!). He married a tribeswoman, a
chief's daughter, and in 1781 was welcomed back by the British to belpy battle the Spanish at Pensacola. During
Lhat lime the British, Spanish, and Americans were maneuvering for control of the Gulf shores and its shipping
lanes. Believing bimself destined to command instead of obeying orders, Bowles gathered a force of a "couple
bundred plundering Indians, relics from the American Army, and while banditls”,

This rollicking piratical crew grew o be the concern of all three of the power hungry countries. Captain Billy
created bis own throne and the three nations considered everything from murder lo a general's commission lo get
bim on the right side. Financed by loot from a Spanish ship and surrounded by a bandful of Indians, Caplain Billy
invaded the British soctety for support. He was rewarded with a flag of “English and Indian colors mixed”, a silver
pipe, a tomabawk, a chain of friendship, and trade supplies with which be formed the State of Muskogee. e was
evenlually captured by the Spanish and shipped 1o Madrid, Spain. While being shipped to the Philippines, be
Jumped ship and returned lo bis “stale” and grealer deeds of piracy. However, all "good” pirates must bave an end,
and Captain Billy's came afler be was lured to peace talkes and there betrayed by bis Indian troops. The Spanish
imprisoned bim in Cuba in the infamous Morro Castle, and there on December 23, 1805, Caplain Billy died al the
age of 41.

Two centuries later the memory of William Augusius Bowles lives on in the annudd Billy Bowlegs celebration. To
the Emerald Coast, Caplain Billy lefl a beritage of pirate lales, great adventure, and buried treasure.
