Toding
many Bowless members are second generation pirates. carrying ars the tradition set forth by
their pirate fathers, Roger Clary, Caprain Billy Bowlews 11, served as the first Capram Billy

As dicared by the Constinon & Bylaws, Krewe membership s imited w 170, plus the
former Caprmn Billys. Each Capran Billy automancally becomes 1 member of the
Sow ery of Bowlegs, otherwise known atlectionately as our SOR'S

Houmes of talented volunteer nime, plus sizeable sums of money are expended each year
by Krewe members and therr waves, Colortul floars, beauriful decorarions, and numerious
thirows are utihzed by the Krewe plus custom made costumes are worti during the parades,
pageant, and coronation ball. The masked Krewe members shower the public each vear
wirth souvenir rrinkets, "pold” doubloons, and the crowd favorite — cups.

A piew Captann Billy s selected eacly vear from the Krewe membership by secret hidlor. The past seven Billy's aire solely respon-
sible far the secret nominations: Once the new Billy is selected, he chooses his (Jllcvn. First Mate & Mistress. ten Honor Guard
menand the Children of the Court. The identify of the entire conrt are kept secrer until the elaborate Coronation Pageant

The late Docie Boss, Captaimn Billy Bowlegs IV, wus the fust 1o select Ins gueen from the Krewe memberstup. Previously, the
Queen's were “captive wenches” and beaury contest winners. Past Queen's belong o the Sociery of Queens, and pertorm many
tuncuons tor the Krewe meluding the annual rea tor gradusung senwor girls (daughrers and/or granddavghrers of Krewe mem-
bersy. These young Lides serve the courr as Princesses and are presented ar the Coronation Pageant.

The Skirmish takes place between the City of Fort Walton Beach Militia (Walton Guard) and the Bowlegs Krewe, Armed with
Black powder cannons and muskers, the Miliua pertorm a colortul and nosy defense when chey engige the Krewe i bartle on
the Sound

William Augustus Bowles, o notarions old boy, sothe legend goes, and patron picare of the Billy Bowlegs Festival and rhe Krewe
of Bowlegs, was bormn in 1763 on the Maryland frontier. At the age of 13, he jolned the Lovahste Corps 1o fight against the
American rebels, Two vears later le wins senn to Pensacolis to jom the British forces. He was commissioned an ensign in the Brinsh
pavy ot 1o vears olds After the war, he rebelled aganst military life, insulted a British officer and went mto hiding with the Creek
Indians, (o the legend pocs'y He married a tribeswoman, a chief’s daughrer and in 1781 was welcomed back by the British to
help bartle the Spamish ar Pensacola. During thar time, the Brinsh, Spamsh, and Americans were miuneuvering for control of the
Gult Shores and 1t shipping laines. Bebeving limself destined to command instead of obeying orders, Bowlegs garhered o toree
of o "couple of hundred plunderning Indians, relics trony the American army, and whire bandini™.

Fhes rolhckimyg preateal crese gress o be the concem of all three of the power hungry counres.
Captain Rilly Crested his own throne and the three nations considered everything rom murder to
ppeneral’s coommission ny ger im o the mght side, Financed by loot trom p spanish ship and
surroumdied by o handful of Indians, Captam Billy invaded the Brivish society tor support,
He was rewarded witly o Qag of "English and Indian colors mixed”, asilver pipe, o tomishawk,
i chatn of triendship, and tade supplies with which he formed the State of Muskagee.
He was eventually captured by the Spanish and shipped o Madrid, Spain. While
e shipped to the Phalippivies, he fumped sy and retnrmed ro his “stare”
i prearer deeids of pirey. Howvever, all "good™ prrtes must have anend,
md Caprain Billy's came atter he was lared to peace talks and there
berraved by his Indiau troops. The Spanish imprstoned im in Cuba in ¥
the mbimouns Morro Castle, and there on December 23, 1895, Capram Billy
died at the age o1 41.

Twoveentunes later, e memory of Willom Augustus Bowles lives on i the
annual Billy Bowlegs celebration. To the Emerald Coast, Caprain Billy len o
hieritage of pirate tales, great adventure, and buned treasure,
