The
impotted gold beaded lace of the dress 15 posed over shimmering brocaded satin, On her shoulders rests a gold
lace collar, bordered by gold and black fnnge that 15 completely hand-beaded. Her long train of gold lace 15 bor-
dered by black velvet with gold high lights, which 15 edged with strands of Swarovski crystals setin black
golden thinestones. Gold sea cats are placed in the black base of the train that reflects her love for the beautiful
beaches along the Emerald Coast. Her beautiful mask 13 made of the gold beaded lace of the dress, 15 set with
white ostrich plumes and has a gold and crystal fnnge.

ueen Jaciel's crown was designed and made by Tommy and Tanya Cain of Dynasty Collection, Inc. of Mobile,
Alabama, and 1z made entirely of crystals imported from Austria. The crown 15 a replica of a crown worn in
1902 by the Countess of Eszsex. Lady Churchill also wore this crown at the 1953 British Empire coronation of
iueen Elizabeth, IT Three rows of small tiffany crystals form the base of the crown, Eising from the base are
elegant swirls of tiffany and marquis crystals, which are repetitive around the entire crown., Embedded eight-
stoned crystal rosettes are interspersed between the tops of the swirls. The Cueen's monogram adorns the mid-
dle back of the crown, and is resting abowve the year 2003, The monogram 15 flanked by a gold " 50" s1ignifying
the orgamization's fiftieth vear;, a gold treasure chest revealing a pearl, representative of the pirate organization.
Without a doubt, the Cueen and her ensemble are grand and strilingly beautiful, as you would expect for the 50%
Cueen of Bowlegs.

Festival and Erewe of Bowlegs was born in 1763 on

the Marvland frontier. Atthe age of 13, he joined the
Loyalists Corps to fight against the Amencan rebels. Two vears later he was sent to Pensacola
to join the Brtish forces. He was commissioned an ensign in the British navy at 16 vears old. After the war he
rebelled against military life, insulted a Bntish officer and went into hiding with the Creek Indians (zo the leg-
etid goes). He married a tribeswoman, a chief’ s daughter and in 1781 was welcomed back by the British to
help battle the Spanish at Pensacola Dunng that time, the British, Spanish and the Amencans were maneu-
vering for control of the Gulf Shores and its shipping lanes.

Believing himself destined to command instead of obeying orders, Bowlegs gathered aforce of a
“couple of hundred plundering Indians, relics from the Amencan Army and white bandith™. This rellicking
piratical crew grew to be the concern of all three of the power hungry countries. Captain Billy created his own
throne and the three nations considered everything from murder to a general’s commizsion to get him on the
right side. Financed by loot from a Spanish ship and surrounded by ahandful of Indians, Captain Billy in-
vaded the British Society for support. He was rewarded with a flag of “English and Indian colors mixzed” , a
silver pipe, a tomahawlk, a chain of friendship and trade supplies with which he formned the State of MMuska-
gee. He was eventually captured by the Spanish and shipped to Madnd, Spain. While being shipped to the
Philippines, he jumped ship and retumed to his “state”™ and great deeds of piracy. The Spantsh imprisoned him
in Cubain the infamous Motro Castle and there on December 23rd, 1804 Captain Billy died at the age of 41

Two centuries later, the memory of William Augustus Bowles lives on in the annual Billy Bowlegs
celebration. To the Emerald Coast, Captain Billy left a hentage of parate tales, great adventure and buned
treasure!

The 1957 Bowlegs Festival souventir program lists the original membership of 75 men. Today, many
Bowlegs members are second generation pirates, carrying on the tradition set forth by thewr parate fathers.
Eoger Clary, Captain Billy Bowlegs I, served as the first Captain Billy under an organized charter.

Azindicated by the Constitution & Bylaws, Erewe membership is limited to 170, plus the former
Captain Billys. Each Captain Billy automatically becomes a member of the Society of Bowlegs, otherwise
known affectionately as our OB s

Hours of talented wolunteer imme, plus sizeable sums of money are expended each vear by Krewe
members and their wives. Colotful floats, beautiful decorations and numerous throws are utilized by the
Erewe. Custom made costumes are worn during the parades, with souvenir tnnkets, “gold” or “silver” dou-
bloons and the crowd’ s favorite —cups!

A new captain Billy iz selected each yvear from the Erewe membership by secret ballot. The past seven
Billys are sclely responsible for the secret nominations. Once the new Billy 15 selected, he chooses his Queen,
First Mate & Mistress, ten Honor Guard couples and the Children of the Court.
